Purley Bury Bowling Club

CLUB RULES


1 The Bowls Section of the Purley Bury Sports Field shall be called the Purley Bury Bowling Club (hereinafter called ‘The Club’).

2 a) The Club shall be affiliated to Bowls England, the Surrey County Bowling Association (SCBA), the Surrey County Women’s Bowling Association (SCWBA), the Borough of Croydon Bowling Association(BCBA), and the Borough of Croydon Ladies Bowling Association (BCLBA).

 b) As a condition of membership to “The Club” it is agreed that members names and addresses be made available to any of the above bodies.

 c) The Club and its members shall, as a condition of the continuance of affiliation to Bowls England., at all times and in every respect conform to and be bound by the Rules of Bowls England.

 d) All matches shall be played in accordance with the Laws of the Sport as approved by Bowls England. 
3 The affairs of the Club shall be managed by a Committee, elected as hereinafter stated (and referred to herein as ‘The Main Committee”) who will be responsible for making sure that these rules are observed.

4 Application for membership of the Club shall be put on display on the Club notice board, properly proposed and seconded, for the period of one month prior to coaching or approval. Any objection to any prospective new member must be made in writing to the Main Committee which may then be communicated to that new applicant A satisfactory report must be received from one of the Club coaches after which the application will be placed before the Main Committee for acceptance.

The Main Committee shall have the power to require any member to resign from the Club for conduct which has brought or may bring the name of the Club into disrepute.

5 The Officers of the Club shall consist of The President, the Honorary Secretary, the Honorary Treasurer, the Men’s Captain, the Men’s Vice-Captain, the Men’s Honorary Match Secretary, the Ladies Captain, the Ladies Vice-Captain, the Ladies Honorary Secretary and the Ladies Honorary Match Secretary.

In order to comply with the Bowls England rules, if a lady member is appointed as Club President or Honorary Secretary or Honorary Treasurer the Club shall elect a President (Men’s Section) or Honorary Secretary (Men’s Section) or Honorary Treasurer (Men’s Section) as appropriate.

6 The Main Committee shall consist of twelve persons, namely the ten elected Officers of the Club (see Rule 5) together with two other persons elected from and by the members of the Club. Apart from the President, all members of the Main Committee shall be elected at the Annual General Meeting (AGM) and shall hold office until the conclusion of the following AGM.

The President shall be elected at the AGM and shall hold office for a period of three years until the conclusion of the third following AGM. In the event there being no nomination for the Office of President the retiring President may offer to be re- elected on an annual basis at the A G M. At any properly convened Meeting the President shall not have a vote save in the event of a tied vote when he/she shall have a casting vote.

If in any year a member (or members) is elected to hold more than one of the Officers roles, then the number of other members to be elected at the AGM shall be adjusted such that the total number of the Main Committee shall be twelve. 
7 Every candidate for election in accordance with rule 6 above shall be duly nominated and seconded after having indicated willingness to serve on the Main Committee if elected and such nomination shall be effective if published on the Club notice board in the Club room or notified to the Honorary Secretary not less than 72 hours before the commencement of the meeting at which the election is to take place.
8 The Main Committee shall have the power to:

 (a) Co-opt from among the members of the Club to fill any vacancy that may arise on the Main Committee.

 (b) Appoint a sub-Committee or sub-Committees as they deem necessary.

9 At any meeting of the Main Committee there shall be a minimum of six to form a quorum.

10 These rules may be amended only at a General Meeting. In the event of any questions arising for which provision is not made in these rules, the matter shall be resolved by the Main Committee. Any proposed amendment to these rules must be received by the Honorary Secretary and published on the notice board at least 21 days prior to a General Meeting.

11 The annual subscription payable by each member shall be determined by the Main committee and shall be payable for each year by the pre notified Registration day in April to the Honorary Treasurer of the Club. In the event of any New Member joining after 31st May, the subscription payable shall be one twelfth of the annual subscription for every month or part of a month remaining to the end of March. In addition to the subscription, any new member will be required to pay a joining fee, the amount of which will be determined by the Main Committee.

12 A visiting bowler shall be permitted to use the playing facilities of the Club provided that he/she is introduced by a member of the Club, that a rink is available for play and that the green fee, as determined by the Main Committee, is paid to the Club. Any member introducing a visitor shall be responsible for payment of this fee. A visitor shall not be permitted to play on more than six days in any one season.

13 A member of a bowling club affiliated to any Association to which the Club is also affiliated shall, on production of evidence of his/her membership of such a bowling club, be admitted to the privileges of temporary membership whilst playing on the green and use of the facilities of the Club. This privilege may not be used in more than one season. This privilege is also extended to playing members of visiting or invited teams. 

14 The Annual General Meeting of the Club shall be held not later than 31st October in each year to receive reports, elect Officers and the Main Committee and to transact such other business as may be acceptable to the meeting. The Main Committee shall call an Extraordinary General Meeting (EGM) as and when necessary, or by request in writing to the Honorary Secretary by no fewer than 20% of the full membership. All members shall be eligible to vote excepting Social members who shall be entitled to attend and speak at a General Meeting but will not be eligible to vote.

When voting on matters at a General Meeting, only male members shall vote on matters relating solely to the male bowlers and similarly, only lady members shall vote on matters relating to solely to the lady bowlers. If necessary the Main Committee shall determine any contentious point arising with regard to deciding whether it affects only male or lady sections.
15 At each Annual General Meeting, following the conclusion of the election of Officers and two club members who together will form the Main Committee, a further vote will take place to elect a Club Captain. All members shall be eligible to vote excepting Social members. The only nominees for election shall be the newly elected Men’s Captain and the Ladies Captain
16 Seven days notice of any General Meeting shall be sent to each member. The notification in the fixture card of the date and time of the Annual General Meeting shall be deemed to be adequate notice of the meeting. At any General Meeting there shall be a minimum of 30 voting members present to form a quorum.
17 Unless two Officers of the Club, having consulted with the Green-keeper decide that conditions are unsafe, or that damage would be caused to the Green if played upon, the Green shall be available for play throughout the season on the daily sessions as notified in the members fixture card, information book or notice-board.

Players wishing to use the Green in the morning sessions must ensure that the Green is swept before play. Any day not available for play will be indicated in the fixture card. Should the Green have to be closed unexpectedly, a notice giving the reason for and where possible the probable duration of the closure, shall be displayed at the entrance to the Clubhouse.

When playing in outside competitions, members may request to be allocated a particular rink.
Any such request must be made to the Club Captain prior to the draw for the allocation of the rinks being made. In the event of the rinks being overbooked, the priority given to the allocation of rinks shall be in the order of Club Match, National, County and Borough. Any other outside competition or internal Club competition shall be allocated in accordance with the earliest date of booking as shown in the Rink book The Club Captain’s decision shall be final

18 Any member wishing to play in any outside competition must have made themselves available to play in at least six Club representative matches during the previous season, excepting members in their first full season with the Club who joined the Club during the close season, or too late during the previous playing season to be able to fulfil this requirement.

19 Players, Umpires and Markers shall wear regulation soled bowling shoes whilst on the Green.

20 a) Club coloured shirts and jackets or blazers to be worn for all club matches.

 b) White or club shirts with greys to be worn for aggregates or club competitions.

 Tailored shorts may be worn. Caps/headgear if worn to be white or club registered colours.
21 All full members are required to assist in Club catering or bar duties after their first season. Details will be given prior to start of each season.

22 Club trophies shall be perpetual and shall remain the property of the Club.

23 Purley Bury Sports Field or any of its affiliates shall not be responsible for loss of or damage to property brought onto the Club premises. Members should ensure that they and all visitors shall conduct themselves responsibly and with care at all times.

24 Rules for Club Competitions will be laid down by the Main Committee. Any amendments to these rules shall be made in Committee prior to the commencement of a playing season. Current details will be displayed on the Notice Board or in the information book.

25 The Main Committee shall meet regularly and on not less than six occasions during their term of office. A record of attendance will be kept and details made available.

26 Dogs shall not be permitted in the vicinity of the Green except on a lead and under strict control. Only guide dogs will be permitted inside the pavilion. All other dogs must be left secured outside.

27 Anyone who contravenes any of the rules may be disciplined by the Main Committee.
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
